The criteria for judging the winner/s of each of the 6 categories above are:
(a) Fluency in speaking Greek;
(b) Clear communication of meaning; and
(c) Entertainment level.
*Errors made in the course of speaking Greek are to be expected and should not prevent

candidates from participating in this competition, which is intended to promote the speaking
of Greek as a natural and enjoyable practice.

The competition will open on 1 June and close on 30 June, 2019.
